It’s that time in the year again when the January edition of the monthly “PARK HOME & HOLIDAY
CARAVAN “ magazine appears on the shelves of a few news agencies round the country, or as in my case,
drops into my letterbox.

Advertising itself on the front cover as “BRITAINS BEST MAGAZINE FOR RESIDENTIAL &
HOLIDAY HOME LIVING” a very safe claim to make as it just happens to be the only one of its kind
available except for a couple of free magazines also sponsored by the parks industry produced annually.

The reason we highlight the January edition is because the main content (48 pages) features their annual
Guide to specialist suppliers and services which covers sections for every service from park home
improvements and “approved tradespeople, “ (approved by whom is not made clear) to park home grants
and improvement funding.

Included within is a very short section headed “PARK HOME ASSOCIATIONS” . We say short section
because except for the entry for “LEASE — PARK HOME ADVICE” which is a Government information
service, not an association the only one of the existing three actual national park home residents
associations, which as claimed in their literature, is not an association but an impartial advice service, is the
INDEPENDENT PARK HOME ADVISORY SERVICE (IPHAS).

But very noticeable is the exclusion of any mention of the two other long established dedicated voluntary
national park home residents associations the NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF PARK HOME
RESIDENTS (NAPHR), which we do not know whether the reason for NAPHR being omitted is by their
own desire or by dictate from the obvious industry sponsors of the magazine, and the PARK HOME
RESIDENTS ACTION ALLIANCE (PHRAA).
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
